The responsible person must be in the water with a swimsuit on within arms length of the child at all times.

Children 6-8 years old must be supervised by a responsible person 16 or older. The responsible person must stay in
the pool area.

During Swim Lessons, swim lesson participants and instructors are the only people allowed in the water during these

timeslots.

Homeschool Swim will be meeting on Wednesdays in February from 1:00-3:00pm. 15-30 children will be in the Leisure
pool. Open swim is also available to patrons around this activity.

Flotation devices such as lifejackets or water wings are only allowed with direct in-water supervision of a responsible
person 16 years of age or older. Lifejackets or water wings are not allowed in the deep end or on the waterslide.

All non-toilet trained children must wear swim diapers with a plastic liner over them.
